ORANGE COUNTY ARTS BUILD SHOWCASE

For the past 8 years, Galleria at Crystal Run has provided space for the Orange 
County Arts Council’s annual "ARTS BUILD CONFIDENCE SHOWCASE”. The 
showcase is designed to give Orange County residents a community space to see 
and hear the creative efforts of its students. The Arts Build Showcase displays over 
110 pieces of high school artwork throughout center court, representing 17 high 
schools and 100 students. In addition to the floor displays, a digital display of 
elementary and middle school artwork, from 40 schools and 300 students is also 
set up in center court. There are 10 performances of spring musical productions 
that take place in JCPenney court involving over 200 students.  This event attracts 
an audience of over 1,000 people.

Every year, contributions are made to Hospice of Orange & Sullivan 
Counties, Inc. Tree of Life in honor or memory of a friend or loved one. 
That special person’s name is placed on an ornament of their choice and 
displayed on one of three 12-foot trees in the Galleria at Crystal for the 
duration of the holiday season. Their donation goes to help someone who 
is receiving Hospice end-of-life care or bereavement support services in 
Orange and Sullivan Counties. Over $15,000 was raised at Galleria at 
Crystal Run alone in 2019.

Each spring, Orange Works has their annual job fair at the Galleria 
at Crystal Run. The Orange Works Job Fair fills the lower level of 
the Galleria at Crystal Run with over 100 employers looking for the 
perfect candidate to fill available positions.   



THE CLOTHES LINE PROJECT
Safe Homes provides services to individuals impacted by violence and 
abuse. During the month of October, advocates and staff bring the 
Clothesline Project throughout Orange and Sullivan Counties in an effort 
to raise awareness about domestic violence and the services available to 
victims. Each t-shirt, designed by survivors of abuse or their loved ones 
in their honor, serves as a visual display and reminder of the prevalence 
and impact of domestic violence in our own community.

“For the last several years, Safe Homes spent one day in October at the 
Galleria at Crystal Run, educating the public, providing information 
about domestic violence and available services. Safe Homes works 
together to ensure the most effective services to survivors and to 
achieve a world free of violence and abuse.
